Ganga Hospital was established in 1978 and has 138 beds catering solely to the specialties of Orthopaedics and Plastic Surgery. The Department of Plastic Surgery is the largest private sector unit in Plastic & Reconstructive Surgery in the country and is headed by Dr. S. Raja Sabapathy. It is staffed by six qualified plastic surgeons which include three consultants, a senior registrar and two registrars. The main thrust areas are Hand Surgery and Reconstructive Microsurgery for major trauma reconstruction. Over 2000 major limb injuries are treated at Ganga Hospital every year. 1292 patients needing Hand Surgery and 936 patients needing General Plastic Surgery were seen by the Department and 3037 surgical procedures were performed in 2002. The Outpatient Department functions 365 days a year and elective and emergency surgical lists are performed everyday. It has two state of the art operation theatres in the year 2002, 53 free flaps, 35 replantations and 67 critical revascularisations were done. The Department has the country’s best Microsurgical Training Laboratory, a well staffed physiotherapy department and a Silicon Prosthetics Centre in association with Otto Bock, Germany. It has a full fledged library with subscription to many international journals and 24 hour internet access. The Plastic Surgery Department is also well recognized for its academic activities and Fellowships in Hand Surgery and Reconstructive Microsurgery have been offered at Ganga Hospital since 1997. The Department is recognised by the National Board of Examinations for the Post Doctoral Fellowship Course in Hand Surgery.

Madras Medical College was established in 1835 and has around 2000 beds. The Department of Plastic Surgery has 60 beds. This includes a 15 bedded burns ward. The Department was among the earliest training centres for Plastic Surgery in the country and was established by Dr. C.R. Sundararajan. It has 12 qualified Plastic Surgeons, three plastic surgical trainees. Outpatient clinics are held thrice a week and about 50 patients are seen in a day.  Elective surgical lists are done three times a week with approximately seven to eight patients on each list. The department has two major operating and one minor operating room, a prosthetic centre and a good library. Cleft lips and palate with correction of secondary deformities, trauma, burns and congenital anomaly correction form the bulk of cases.

Christian Medical College, Vellore was established in 1900. The hospital has 2000 beds having all major departments. The General Surgery Department has three surgical units. The Department of Plastic Surgery has 40 beds with a 4 bedded burns ward and is headed by a Plastic Surgeon, two plastic surgeons and one surgical trainee on rotation. Outpatient clinics are held twice a week with biweekly elective operative lists. The department treats congenital anomalies (Cleft lip/ palate, Hand Anomalies), acute burns, post burn deformities, tissue defects and facio-maxillary trauma.

I have now spent 7 years in plastic surgery. I gained basic experience of the principles and techniques of plastic surgery during my tenure as a surgical resident at CMC Hospital, Vellore.
